Dean Martin(Challenger): 
Dean is currently the State Treasurer for Arizona. entered the political arena in 
1999 with a primary challenge to an incumbent State Representative who was run-
ning for the Senate. Martin determined he could better represent the conservative 
majority of his home Legislative District 24. Martin easily won that election and in 
2000 entered the Arizona Senate as a freshman legislator. Statewide redistricting 
in ó02 resulted in LD-24 becoming reconfigured as LD-6. Martin was reelected LD-6 
State Senator in 2002 and again in 2004. Although eligible to run for a fourth term 
in ó06, Martin opted to run for State Treasurer -- a race he won by a thirty percent + 
margin of victory.
